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Sewage disposal facilities which are designed to leach fluid wastes into the soil shall be located not less than one hundred fifty (150) feet from the edge of any wetland, water body or stream. On tidal water bodies, this measurement shall be made from the normal high tide mark.   

Except as otherwise provided in this or other applicable regulations, no development shall be located within fifty (50) feet of any wetland, water body or stream unless a variance is granted by the Zoning Board of Review under the provisions of Article IV. In areas of Warren served by individual sewage disposal systems (ISDS), no development shall be located within one hundred (100) feet of any wetland, water body, coastal features or stream unless a variance is granted by the Zoning Board of Review under the provisions of Article IV.

PROPOSED Amendment to Zoning Ordinance 32-89
Setback from Wetlands, Water Bodies, Coastal Features, Streams and Drinking Water Supply Sources
A.  Except as otherwise provided in this or other applicable regulations, no development shall be located within one hundred (100) feet of any wetland, water body, coastal feature, stream or drinking water supply unless a Special Use Permit is granted by the Zoning Board of Review under the provisions of Article IV.  For the purposes of this section, OWTS systems and accessory structures are NOT considered development.

B.  Any new construction, alteration or repairs of OWTS within one hundred (100) feet of any wetland, water body, coastal features, stream or drinking water supply MUST utilize nitrogen reducing OWTS technology.  The acceptable technology shall appear on the listing of nitrogen reducing OWTS technologies approved by the DEM.  If the property owner can demonstrate that non-DEM approved systems (traditional or nitrogen reducing OWTS) will not adversely impact wetlands, water bodies, coastal features, streams and drinking water sources, then a Special Use Permit may be granted by the Warren Zoning Board.  The Town Engineer shall review this documentation and make a recommendation to the Warren Zoning Board.  Costs associated with this review shall be borne by the property owner.

C.	All development (including OWTS systems and accessory structures) within the Wastewater Management District must comply with the Wastewater Management District Ordinance (Town of Warren, Code of Ordinances, Article IV).
