INSPECTION OF SEAWALL STRUCTURE AT TOWN WHARF

SCOPE OF SERVICES:  Services will include the inspection of all sections of the seawall structure located at the Town Wharf on Water St. Warren, RI. The inspection shall consist of both underwater, and above water inspections from the mudline to the top deck. The inspection shall document existing conditions of the structure as well as any and all associated support structures including mooring hardware and fender systems. The inspection shall include thickness measurements of the steel portions of the structure, and take overall and local measurements. The inspection shall include locating sinkholes and any other conditions associated with the seawall. The inspection shall include topside and underwater photographs of all typical conditions and anomalies. All diving operations shall be done in accordance with OSHA regulations.

A complete letter report identifying the inspection findings shall be furnished to the Town. The report shall include all photographs related to the inspection. The report shall include recommendations on repairs that should be conducted on the structure.

   Proposals shall be submitted in a sealed envelope marked “INSPECTION OF SEAWALL STRUCTURE AT TOWN WHARF” and delivered to the Town Clerk’s Office no later than Thursday, September 3, 2015, at 11:00 am which time they will be publicly opened.
