Warren Community Garden Lease Contract


Lease Contract Lease ContractThe Warren Community Garden is owned and managed by the Town of Warren.  Breaking any rules, terms and conditions is cause for exclusion from the Garden and loss of your plot.  Violations of any of the Rules, Terms and Conditions of this Lease Contract will be subject to the following process: 

1. You will receive one written warning from the Town as advised by the Garden Committee.
2. If no response or correction has been made, you will receive a written final notification that you have forfeited your gardening privileges and plot.
3. You will be allowed to reapply for another garden plot AFTER one year and only at the discretion of the Town of Warren as advised by the Garden Committee.

Rules, Terms and Conditions for Participation

If accepted into the Warren Community Garden, I will abide by the following rules, terms and conditions: 
1. I will use this garden at the sole discretion of the Town of Warren.  I agree to abide by its policies and practices.  I am responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of the garden plot.  Watering, weeding, harvesting and any other garden related maintenance of my plot are all my responsibility.

2. For the use of the garden, I agree to pay $45.00 per 10 foot x 20 foot plot or $35.00 per 5 x 10 foot plot due on or before June 30, 2011.  I understand that there are no refunds.

3. I will tend my plot ONLY when the garden is open (from 6:30 a.m. to 8:30 p.m.).  

4. I will respect the surrounding neighbors, neighborhood and property.  I will not engage in, or allow anyone in my party to engage in, disruptive and/or unlawful behavior on the garden premises or in the surrounding neighborhood, including (but not limited to) yelling, blaring radios or other sounds, speeding through neighborhood streets or parking in front of neighboring properties.

5. Once I have been assigned a plot, I will cultivate and plant it within two weeks.  I will have something planted in the garden by July 3rd, 2011 and I will keep it planted all summer long.  If I must abandon my plot for any reason, I will notify the Melissa Maia, Garden Coordinator in writing (send correspondence to 514 Main Street, Warren, RI 02885).

6. I understand that tools and plantings will not be provided and that I will have to bring my own supplies.

7. I will not expand my plot beyond the measurement assigned or into paths or other plots.  I will keep all my plants within the limits of my garden plot.  I will not allow any plants to grow more than six feet high or shade my neighbor’s plots.

8. I will keep weeds down and maintain the common areas immediately surrounding my plot if any.  If my plot becomes unkempt, I understand I will be given 2 week's notice to clean it up.   At that time, it will be re-assigned or tilled in.

9. I will keep my plot, paths and surrounding areas clean and neat.  I will keep trash and litter cleaned from the plot, as well as from adjacent pathways and fences. 

10. I will participate in the fall cleanup of the garden in October.  I understand at this time, that my plot stakes will be pulled up and the ground will be sown with rye or other crop to preserve the integrity of the land.

11. I will pick ONLY my own crops unless given permission by another plot user.

12. I will not use synthetic fertilizers, insecticides, pesticides or weed repellents.

13. I will not bring pets to the garden.

14. I understand that neither the Garden Committee nor owners of the land are responsible for my actions. 

15. I will not plant any illegal plant.  I will not smoke, drink alcoholic beverages, use illegal drugs, or gamble in the garden.  I will not come to the garden while under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs.  I will not bring weapons of any kind to the garden.

16. Guests and visitors, including children, may enter the garden only if I accompany them.  They must follow all rules, terms and conditions stated here.  I will supervise my children at all times when they are in the garden.  I am solely responsible for the behavior of my guests.

17. I will water my plot according to water-wise guidelines (if I use more than the recommended amount of water, I will pay a fee each month to cover the cost of this additional water).

18. I will respect other gardeners, and I will not use abusive or profane language.

19. I will work to keep the garden a happy, secure and enjoyable place where all participants can garden and socialize peacefully in a neighborly manner.

I HAVE READ AND UNDERSTOOD THE APPLICATION AND ACCEPT THESE RULES, TERMS AND CONDITIONS STATED ABOVE FOR THE PARTICPATION IN THE WARREN COMMUNITY GARDEN.

I THEREFORE AGREE TO HOLD HARMLESS THE GARDEN COMMITTEE AND THE TOWN OF WARREN FOR ANY LIABILITY, DAMAGE, LOSS OR CLAIM THAT OCCURS IN CONNECTION WITH USE OF THE GARDEN BY ME OR ANY OF MY GUESTS.
